Elite had

profiled the teeth on each gear and they will be profiled again to see the

full extent of this wear.  Some galling was seen in the differential and

that will also be addressed.

In attendance was Mark Bloor of Elite, David Baldwin of Van Diemen, David

Bowes of Elite, Steve Fox of Powertrain, Gary pitts and Andy Porterfield

from the SCCA and Enterprises Boards, Ken Brown and myself.  Kevin Kloepfer

provided the support and Franklin Futrelle did the driving.

It will take a while to get the transmission to England and review the test

results.  As soon as we have some answers we will send out a more complete

update.
