On race weekends where there is a double National, the first national race of the weekend will count for the purse and points in the Yokohama Points Challenge.

2.  Each official race in Yokohama Spec Racer 2005 Points Challenge will have a purse.  Please refer to the appendix.

3. Prize money, if applicable, will not be paid unless a completed W-9 (including a tax ID number or Social Security number) is on file with SCCA Enterprises.

 4.  The Yokohama Spec Racer 2005 Points Challenge will have a season long championship with a separate purse.  See the appendix.  Drivers will earn points in official Yokohama Spec Racer 2005 Points Challenge races.

5. To qualify for the 2005 points championship a driver will have to start in three or more official races in the Yokohama Spec Racer 2005 Points Challenge. The final points standing will be the addition of all the points earned, for each official entrant, during the Yokohama Spec Racer Challenge 2005 Season.

6. Ties for 1st Place in the final point standings will be decided by the number of first place finishes in official races; then if necessary, the number of second place finishes in official races, etc.  For ties from 2nd place on down, the prize money will be added for the tied positions, and divided equally.
