We have had many questions about what our tire test, in May, is going to consist of. So I am going to try and explain what we are testing for, and how we are going to look for it.

We have two SRF cars set up to run at Pueblo Motorsports Park the first week in May. There are two measurements that will be heavily evaluated, on 3 brands of tires. The first is wear. The second is lap time degradation, with number of laps and heat cycles. The Performance (Grip of the tire) will be secondary.   

The cars will be run for a period of time to insure driver lap time consistency 

The recording of tire, track, and ambient temperatures will be performed.

We will then scrub two sets of each brand of tire and allow them to set over night.

Next we will put brand new tires of each brand and run them in 45 min simulated race runs monitoring the times and the wear.

A second, third, and fourth 45 min session will then be run on each brand of tire. 

The next test will be to put scrubbed tires of each brand on the car and repeat the 45-min race simulations, monitoring wear and times. 

No attempt to optimize or make adjustments to the chassis will be done.

When finished with the scrubbed tires a new set of scrubbed tires will be installed to make sure that we are seeing the true change in lap times and not a change in track conditions.  

If time allows the second set of scrubbed tires will be allowed to cool over night to heat cycle them one more time. Continued running of the 45-min race simulation will be run to check when the tire lap times drop off.

The objective of this test is to find a tire that will wear and heat cycle with little time degradation. Once we have narrowed our choices of tires continued testing of those tires would take place.
